Advantages

Class 5 metric cold-forged wing nuts are used when a part is frequently assembled and disassembled at a place where torque greater
than that achieved with finger pressure is not needed. The cold-forged style nut has been more popular in the United States, especially

in the automotive aftermarket. It can also be safer to use than a malleable wing nut which can have sharp burrs that must be filed
down prior to installation.

Material Class 5 metric cold-forged nuts shall be made of a steel which conforms to the following chemical composition--
Carbon: 0.50% maximum; Phosphorus:  0.060% maximum; Sulfur: 0.150% maximum.
